Marketing
· Competing or Related Works. List three (3) of the top competitors (from Corwin or other publishers) for your proposed content: author, title, and publisher. Tell us how your product would differ, add to the conversation in your discipline, or improve upon current market offerings. (If there are no true competitors, please list titles on related topics and position your work within that market.)
